


Events from Oral Tradition 
Introduction
This assignment has been designed to provide you with insight into how stories and storytelling are just two examples of how events are born from oral tradition. Other examples of events that flow from cultural tradition are music, dance, art, battle re‐ enactments, and national festivals. For example, in the United States, a number of events celebrate different aspects of the Civil War. Instructions and Grading Criteria
By using the Internet, research an event that originated from and represents one of these oral forms of cultural tradition. Discuss the event, outlining its origin and historical development, the relevance of the original event today, and the form through which the cultural tradition is expressed.
Write a 1500–1750 word essay that includes the following:
1. A description of the history, origin, and development of the event based on your research 
2. A discussion about the relationship of the event to oral tradition 
3. A discussion about the cultural relevance of the event in the 21st century 
4. A thesis statement that is strongly supported by details, including references from course materials and supplemental resources 
5. A persuasive argument that includes evidence of critical thinking and analytic skills 
6. A typed standard essay format (double‐spaced) that uses American Psychological Association (APA) documentation style guidelines; writing that is grammatically correct, clear, and well organized
